Bids:

The bid documents may be obtained in person at the Housing Office or may be requested by email by contacting sue@friscoha.org. 
A mandatory site visit will be required.  Previous visits will be counted as having visited the site.
Bids may be submitted via postal mail or delivered to the Housing office at 9400 3rd Street #405 and are required to be received by Tuesday March 30h, 2010 11:00 AM and will be publicly opened at 11:10AM that day.  Bids received after that date will be returned unopened and will not be considered.  Bids are to be complete with all labor, materials, supervisory personnel required to execute the scope of work, while meeting all electrical and building codes.

Installation Crew:

Only a state licensed HVAC contractor will be allowed to perform the work, copy of licenses will be required prior to work commencing.  Contractor must be familiar with and trained on mini split systems and equipment. 

Site Visit
All bidders will be required to visit the site and review the scope of work required prior to bidding.

Site visits should be made with advance notice as the office is open limited hours. 
Davis-Bacon Compliance
Bidder will comply with the Davis-Bacon Act and the Copeland (Anti-Kickback) Act.  Davis- Bacon wage rates shall be included in all bids.  Payments for work completed shall not be made until required weekly certified payroll forms are completed, employees have been available for interviews and compliance with Davis-Bacon wage rates has been verified.

Duns Number/CCR Number

Contractor must have a Duns number and register with CCR before starting work.
Insurance Requirements
General Liability insurance for personal injury (including death) and property damage with a minimum of $1 Million Dollars per occurrence and $2 Million Dollars aggregate, including advertising injury, products coverage and (XCU) Explosion, collapse and underground (If high risk or dangerous activities).  Workers compensation insurance as required by state law.
Warranty
Materials & workmanship must be warranted for 1year from date of completion. Cooling & Heating Systems must carry manufacture’s Warranty 
Detailed Scope:

Contractor will design, supply and install a Mitsubishi Central Mini Split Heat and Air conditioning system for 20 public housing units built in the early 1960’s.  There are 2- 1 bedroom, 9- 2 bedroom and 9- 3 bedroom units. 

System should incorporate a concealed air handler installed in attic and an outdoor condenser mounted on the wall at the rear of the unit.  Air is supplied to all rooms in space through R-8 ducting and individual supply registers (Living Room, Kitchen, each Bedroom and Bathroom). Air is returned to system through a filter/grill installed in ceiling in hallway.  Control thermostat should be installed in a central location providing complete system control and adjustment. Access for maintenance of equipment should be from below and not in the attic.
The work must be bid on a per unit basis. (The cost for a one bedroom, two bedroom and three bedrooms.)

Bid request is for Mitsubishi Equipment but other alternate equivalent manufactures may be considered.

Bid should include electrical service, permits and all incidentals.  Contractor will be responsible for obtaining permits but fees will be waived.
Attic lights, access and workspace will be provided by others.

Any holes that are required and any incidental damage to interior or exterior walls or ceilings as a result of the installation must be repaired by the contractor.  All debris and trash will be disposed of daily.  Daily work will not begin before 8:00 AM and will end no later than 6:00 PM.
Work must commence within 30 days of acceptance of the bid and completed by June 30th, 2010.
