Proposed Preferences for Admission to Public Housing

The following is a list of preferences that may be granted to an applicant applying for public housing by the Frisco Housing Authority.  Specific points are assigned to each preference to determine the order in which an applicant is housed

1. The applicant lives or works in the City of Frisco (Residency Preference).

2. The applicant has lived or worked in the City of Frisco for more than one year (up to five years).

3. The applicant is employed by the City of Frisco or by Frisco ISD.

4. The applicant is working.

5. The applicant is unable to work.

6. A member of the applicant household is over 18 years old and working.

7. The applicant is working full time (40 hours per week).

8. The applicant has been continuously employed for the last 12 months.

9. The applicant is homeless.
